The accounts of the Institution shall be audited annually by a certified Chartered Accountant and shall be open for inspection by the Council
or anybody or persons authorized by it.

The Institute shall publish an information booklet before commencement of the academic year giving details regarding the Institute and
courses / programs being conducted, academic calendar, fees charged and details of infrastructural facilities including faculty etc. in the form
of mandatory disclosure on the Institute Website. The information shall be revised every year with updated information about all aspects of
the Institute.

It shall be mandatory for the Institute to maintain a Website providing the prescribed information. The Website information must be
continuously updated as and when changes take place.

If the Institute fails to disclose the information or suppresses and / or misrepresents the information, appropriate action as per the notified
regulations shall be initiated against the Institute.

AICTE may also conduct inspections with or without notifying the dates to verify specific complaints, to verify adherence to AICTE norms &
standards, and to verify any mis-representation, violation of norms & standards, mal-practices etc.
